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KITE FLIGHT

CHECK LIST

Kite Site Assessment
· Determine wind direction.

· Check upwind for wind shadows.

· Check downwind for obstacles.

· Determine launch angle.
Rigging
· If bar is upwind, lay bar right side up.

· If bar is down wind, lay bar upside down.

· De-tangle lines @ bar end.

· PAY ATTENTION, rig outside steering lines to back of kite.
Pre-Launch
· Connect quick release end of leash to harness, other end to safety line.

· Check for clear area 50m x 50m downwind of launch site.

· Once taught, recheck lines for tangles, and verify steering lines are connected to back of kite.

Launch

· Take full control of kite with both hands on bar to check for unusual bar pressure.[ A sign of  improper rigging.] Before launch.

· Always keep kite at low angle [45 degrees or lower] while on beach.
· Enter water immediately, DO NOT REMAIN ON BEACH WITH KITE IN SKY.

Landing
· Keep kite at low angle, and depowered, when returning to beach.

· Land kite immediately, and UNHOOK as soon as kite has landed.
